Founded in 1990, the American International School of Mozambique is an IB World School offering a college 
preparatory program covering Early Years through Grade 12. AISM is a partnership of engaged students, dedicated 
parents, and highly qualified staff working together to create a learning environment that inspires students to cultivate 
their unique talents and perspectives. Students enjoy a stimulating and balanced program which encourages them 
to pursue excellence by achieving mastery of self, advancing their communities, and learning to flourish in an 
ever-changing world.

AISM is recognized and supported by the US State Department Office of Overseas Schools; accredited by the Middle 
States Association of Colleges and Schools; and authorized to offer the Diploma Programme of the International 
Baccalaureate, the IB Middle Years Programme (MYP), and the IB Primary Years Programme (PYP). The language of 
instruction is English and the school year follows a typical American school calendar with classes beginning 
mid-August and ending mid-June.

Current enrollment is 469 students representing 60 different nations, High School enrollment is 117 students, 
22 of whom are seniors.

In the 2022-2023 school year, there are approximately 65 academic staff members, representing over 13 nations.
